� working on details for two recording projects in Mongolia. One will 

be a recording of one of the nation’s leading Christian worship 
musicians and composers. The other project will be a recording 
with believers in the Inner Mongolia region of China. They will 
come across the border to outer Mongolia to record worship songs.  

In Iowa, our prayer coordinator Jolene Wilson was  

� keeping track of all our collective comings and goings,  
� sending out the weekly agenda for prayer,  
� updating the historical archives of our global ministry.
