Worship Leader Magazine is one of the nation’s most influential journals 
on worship. In November, HSI leaders Robin Harris and Frank 
Fortunato contributed global worship articles. 

Robin spoke to the misunderstandings about music in the global arena 
and introduced the concepts of ethnodoxology, making four important 

conclusions: 

1) Music is not a universal language – our 
responses to music are learned, not intrinsic. 

2) Just like in spoken language, a heart music 
must be understood to be interpreted 
correctly. 

3) All peoples should have the opportunity to 
worship God in their own heart languages and 
music. 

4) Churches that value heart music and arts in 
worship, reflecting the various cultures in their communities, are 
demonstrating the love of Christ to the world. 

Frank tackled a theology of global worship and tied his thoughts around 
Psalm 96: Declare His glory among the nations. Frank also had four 

themes: 

1) declaring glory is a form of evangelism (telling people how great God is and how great is His 
offer of salvation). 

2) declaring glory through worship should reflect the local cultures of the nations. 

3) declaring glory through worship should utilize multicultural worship forms that reflect the 
ethnic diversity of local churches. 
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4) declaring glory from the global Body of Christ offering ethnic worship expressions at the throne will comprise the endless 
activity of eternity.
